Entry assessments. A case manager is on site to help connect 
families with family shelter beds and other resources.

available for use. The Family Day Center is a family friendly, safe space. Families are 

welcome to use the services in a warm welcoming environment.  A 
specialist is present to provide Coordinated Entry assessments and 
connection to resources and housing stability planning.

Families with children can drop in at the Day Center for a same-
day Coordinated Entry appointment. This is the first step to seek 
assistance for anyone experiencing homelessness in Pierce County. 
It begins with a problem-solving conversation with a Specialist to 
explore options to quickly resolve the crisis. If a quick resolution 
is not identified, the household enters the “prioritization pool” for 
potential referral to a homeless service provider.
