* As of July 1, Valeo Vocation is operating young adult shelter at
Beacon Activity Center

* Valeo and the City are discussing potential for long term operations

* The program will continue to provide shelter to up to 50 young
adults, tailored supportive services and basic needs

* The City is supporting Valeo by providing updated furnishings,
site improvements and increased access to food and nutritional
supports

* Scheduled building improvements will be made later this year
